Anyway, I asked him to share with the Pennyrile Emmaus Community after reading his latest newsletter and 

communicating directly with him regarding the spiritual outreach of his organization.  Phil 

"The Challenge House Movement  is an interdenominational outreach to the people who live in the older, often 

run -down, neighborhoods of Hopkinsville. To a large extent, it's an effort to reach 'the least of these'. We 

focus on 3 things: (1)  spreading the love and grace of Jesus, (2) promoting education from early childhood to 

GED and college, and (3) teaching work -over -welfare through a Bible Study about work. We acquire old 

homes and renovate them, and then find men and women of Christ - faith to move into them  so as to  reside 

among the poor, becoming neighbors in all  aspects of that term.  

Recently we had one of the teens, from a Challenge House neighborhood, attend Chrysal is. It is our desire to 

begin bringing more teens and adults from  our  hood areas to both Emmaus and Chrysalis. Please pray about 

this partnership potential.
