From Your Board of Directors:  At the July  meeting, your Board of Directors voted to discontinue the 

monthly printing and bulk mail distribution of Journeys after this edition, August 2010.  This action will eliminate 

nearly $4,000 in annual expenses.  Almost 900 copies are bulk mailed to the community every month.   It is true 

that not all of our members have e-mail, or may not even own a computer.  However, Randy Wade, Community 

Lay Director, visited the library in Cadiz, which offers public access to the web.  He asked the librarian for help in 

accessing our website, www.pennyrileemmaus.com, which she gladly did, for free.  She also offered to print the 

July Journeys so Randy could take his own copy home for future reference.  The point is that no community 

member should be denied access to Journeys as long as they are willing to either go to the library or go to a friend 

with a computer to look it up for you. (Members, be a friend to someone in the Community without e-mail access.  

It might just bless your heart and theirs too!)  Journeys will be available no later than the Monday before the 

Gathering each month, which is the third Saturday. 

On the next page, Carolyn Farmer adds a plea for agape: snacks, water and love gifts, for the upcoming walks.  The 

Board strongly supports her plea.  Going further, we also support each of you going to the website, and reading 

the section on sponsorship.  It is so much more than just asking someone to take 3 days to enjoy some spiritual 

high!
