“I once thought these things were valuable, but now I consider them worthless
because of what Christ has done. Yes, everything else is worthless when compared
with the infinite value of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For His sake | have discarded
everything else, counting it all as garbage, so that | could gain Christ.” Philippians 3:7-9

Have you ever noticed that correction, even when justifiable, is much easier to
swallow coming from some sources than others? There are many factors that can
come into play here, but there is one in particular. It depends a whole lot on the
motivation, in other words what led the person or persons to make the correction in
the first place. A person could be jealous of something that you have done and that
may cause them to correct you. Or it could be because a person, out of genuine love
and concern, having your best interest at heart, did not want to see you make a
mistake. So, how do we know what another person’s motivation is? Paul tells us in
his letter to the Church in Philippi that “everything else is worthless compared to
knowing Jesus Christ our Lord.” It is very seldom that | read the Scriptures that |
don’t find Jesus’ words to be corrective; always making me aware that there is
something that | am doing that | shouldn’t be or that | need to be doing something
that | am not. Surely, we all know that Jesus’ well deserved correction is motivated
by His great love for us. What is your response to the corrective Word of the Savior?
Do you get angry? Does it make you sad? Do you run away from the Word in order
to avoid the correction? Or do you trust and rejoice that as our Creator, Jesus knows
what'’s best for us and welcome His correction? | think that your reaction depends on
how well you really know Him. One of the aspects of “believing”is trusting, trusting
that Jesus knows what’s best for you, and always has your best interest at heart.
