The Upper Room Handbook on Emmaus devotes
an entire chapter to sponsorship explaining the why’s, when’s, and how’s of effective sponsorship.

This time frame will
allow for a proper discussion of sponsorship and not interfere with the normal agenda at our
gatherings.

Most communities take sponsorship for granted; they assume that everyone knows the how and why
of sponsorship. Unfortunately, often sponsorship is not discussed except in reference to the number
of pilgrims signed up for a Walk.

It is more than "signing up people." The importance of being educated about the value of good
sponsorship cannot be overemphasized. The quality of sponsorship influences the pilgrim, the health
of the community, and the church affected by the pilgrims Walk.

The Team Selection Committee will submit its recommendations
to the Board of Directors for approval at the June meeting. After approval the fall Lay Directors will
begin the process of putting the teams togeather from those selected by the committee. Continue
to lift our fall Lay Directors up in Prayer; Jo Glover and Phil Calkins.

2 medium onions, sliced into very thin rings

1-40z. jar pimento chopped & drained

1-1# pkg. bacon, fried & crumbled (Save Drippin’s)
% cup white sugar

% cup cider vinegar

In a 13x9 inch dish, layer % of the green beans, onions, bacon
& pimento: repeat layer, saving some bacon for topping.
While drippings from bacon still warm, add vinegar & sugar,
pout mixture over one layer. Cover & refrigerate overnight.
When ready to serve, bake at 400 degrees for 45 minutes.
