This 
month starts our holiday season and God has blessed all 
of us with families and Thanksgiving is a day families 
celebrate what God has done for all of us, and to come 
together to feast on our bountiful fruits!  Turkey and 
dressing is at the top of our menu and most of the time 
green beans is on our menu too.  But this monthôs recipe 
is a twist on the green bean dish.  Please try itðI thinky 
you will love it and be sure to share with someone else. 

Special Occasion Green Beans 
3 (#2) cans of green beans, rinsed & drained 
2 medium onions, sliced into very thin rings 
1 (4 oz) jar chopped pimento, drained 
1 (1#) pkg. bacon, fried and crumbled 
¾ c white sugar 
¾ c cider vinegar 
 
Fry bacon until crisp & drain on paper towels then 
crumble while grease is still hot; add vinegar & sugar 
stirring until dissolved.  Set aside. 
 
In a 9x13 inch casserole dish, layer ½ of your green 
beans, onions and crumbled bacon & pimento; then 
repeat layer.  Save some bacon to put on top.  Pour 
greae mixture over green beans mixture, cover and 
refrigerate. 
 
When ready, bake at 450 degrees for about 45 minutes.
