2 cups of 1% Samuel 30:12
(Figs or raisins)
3 cups of Jeremiah 6:20 (sugar)
3 cups of 1% Kings 4:22 (flour)
- A pinch of Leviticus 2:13 (salt)
1 teaspoon of 1% Samuel 14:25 (honey)
1 cup of Numbers 17:8 (almonds)

Combine ingredients, pour into cake pan, and
bake at 350 degrees for approximately 45
minutes!
